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Four-Legged Signalized Intersection

· A northbound (NB) First Street vehicle attempting to make a left-turn on the yellow phase strikes a southbound (SB) First Street through vehicle nearly head-on
· Both vehicles are extensively damaged and end up near the median for eastbound (EB) Oak Blvd. approach

· The traffic signal standard originally located in the EB Oak Blvd. median has been knocked-down and is laying across westbound Oak Blvd. travel lanes on the west leg of the intersection

· There are extensive injuries to the occupants of both vehicles (3 total, 2 in the SB through vehicle, 1 in the NB left-turning vehicle)
· Glass and other debris are in travel lanes EB (on the west leg) and SB (on the south leg)

· The incident occurred on a Wednesday at 5:15pm, weather clear
Six-Lane Divided Urban Freeway Section

· A semi tractor-trailer is traveling in a curved section of freeway westbound (WB) I-99
· The driver falls asleep and his truck strikes the concrete median barrier

· When the vehicle comes to a stop, the trailer is jack-knifed and the tractor is wedged against the concrete median barrier, blocking the WB I-99 shoulder and number 1 and 2 WB I-99 lanes

· There is extensive damage to the tractor and trailer

· The trailer is empty

· Debris from the crash, including large pieces of concrete are blocking the eastbound (EB) I-99 shoulder and number 1 EB I-99 lane

· The semi driver is fatal
· No other vehicles are involved in the crash

· The incident occurred on a Friday at approximately 4:00am, weather clear
Urban Freeway Section Loop Off-Ramp

· A tanker truck (non tractor-trailer) is traveling too fast for conditions on the eastbound (EB) I-222 loop off-ramp to northbound (NB) Hickory Ave
· The truck tips on the driver’s side and slides on the ramp pavement coming to rest on the outside shoulder of the ramp approximately 250 feet from the gore area (of the off-ramp) 
· The tanker is leaking a liquid and the spill covers the entire width of the off-ramp

· The tanker’s placard reads 1202

· The tanker driver is conscience with injuries and is pinned inside the vehicle

· A secondary crash occurs when another vehicle following the tanker breaks suddenly after witnessing the roll-over
· The secondary crash is a minor two-vehicle rear-end crash that occurs approximately 50 feet upstream from the gore area on the EB I-222 to NB Hickory Ave. off-ramp

· One of the vehicles in the secondary crash cannot be moved under its own power

· The incident occurred on a Monday at approximately 8:30am, light freezing drizzle
